Additional details:

The delivery of the portfolio and registration for the entrance examination has to take place personally (except Bachelor program and Master program Architecture and Diploma program Fine Arts) to the mentioned deadlines, which has to be kept at any rate. Mail deliveries will not be accepted. There is no respite.

Education in the Arts:

Education in the Arts must be combined with another “Teaching Training Program”.
Foreign Applicants:

Applicants for study programs in “Bachelor of Architecture” and “Education in the Arts”:

Students from non EU- or EEA Member Countries are admitted as regular students upon the presentation of a certification which permits them to study the pertinent subject at a university in their own country and which is equivalent to an Austrian Matura certificate [proof of the right to automatic admission to the desired study program, though not »Fachhochschulen«].
Applicants for Master program Architecture:

In addition to passing the entrance examination, applicants for the master program in Architecture have to submit evidence of having completed bachelor studies in Architecture or equivalent studies.
Applicants for the master program in Architecture from non EU- or EEA member states additionally have to

furnish proof of eligibility for direct admission to the chosen program (in the county of the Bachelor degree was acquired).
The documents must be presented in the original or in officially-notarized copies (Proof of authenticity of a document made by the appropriate authorities in the country of their origin and re-notarized by Austrian diplomatic representatives). Documents in a foreign language must be accompanied by a German translation. Translations made in a foreign country must also be notarized and authenticated by the appropriate local Austrian diplomatic representative.

Translations made in Austria by sworn translators require no further notarization. In case of appropriate treaties regarding the recognition of official certificates of the issuing state by Austria, no further notarization is required; in case that notarization is not applicable in accordance with the above mentioned Agreement, Member States of the Hague Notarization Agreement, said notarization can be the

simplified Apostille form, which is issued by the appropriate authorities of that country.

Proof of German language proficiency:

For study programs in Architecture (Bachelor- and Masterprogram), Conservation and Restoration, Education in the Arts as well as Stage Design, proof of proficiency in German must be provided prior to admission. Foreign regular students in Fine Arts must provide proof by the end of the second registered term of sufficient fluency in German for adequate comprehension of their courses.

After passing the entrance examination all documents for admission must be submitted from applicants from non EU- or EEA member states until the general admission date (October 29 th, 2012) at the Registrar’s Office in order to pay the tuition fee in time. After this date an additional charge (10 % of the amount) has to be paid latest to November 30th, 2012.
