• A degree (Magister, Master or Diploma Studies) from a recognized Austrian or international 
institution of post-secondary education. 

• Presentation of arts-based research project. 

• English language skills as required for a successful continuation of studies (to be tested in the 
course of the admission process to the PhD-in-Practice program) 

• Applicants with an ongoing artistic career are encouraged to apply. 

• General anti-discriminatory understanding and the willingness to further improve these skills
