German Language
Courses for Students

After successfully passing the admission exam an
online pre-registration in our CampusOnline system
is required from September on. A pre-registration is
possible from every device. Follow this link for the on-
line pre-registration: campus.akbild.ac.at

After the pre-registration, you have to enrol perso-
nally with the required documents at the Academy
Registrar’s Office at Schillerplatz. If you are not yet
in Vienna, online admission to study is also possible.

To find out more about enrolment, tuition
fees, German courses and IT services for
students please consult the pages of the
general study information.

The regulations regarding the amount and possible
exemptions from tuition fees depend on a range of
different requirements. Under certain circumstances
a fee waiver or refund of the fees can be granted.

The students’ union fee (OH-Beitrag) is not part of
the tuition fees and must be paid each semester by
all students without exception.

The Academy of Fine Arts Vienna offers German
language classes for students in the Fine Arts and
Scenography programs to reach the level B1. From
language level A2 students also have the option to
attend the seminar Foreign Languages for Artists. If
places are still available, students from other pro-
grams (e.g. PhD) may participate in the German
courses (see link general study information).

If you cannot attend the German courses organized
by the Academy, you will need to attend external
courses to reach the required German level before
entering the third semester.

Mandatory Residence
Registration

By law all people living in
Austria have to register
their place of residence at
the registration office. All
information, contacts of the
registration service cent-
res, online reservation for
appointments, application
form and required docu-
ments are available on the

website of the city of Vienna.

You'll get a residence regist-
ration certificate which is re-
quired in several cases such
as opening a bank account,
for voting rights or similar.
